Make it Personal

Options in the word:

1. Read chapters 5-7 in the book of Matthew.  It’s Jesus discussion of some specific areas where margin may be in order.  Things like anger, forgiveness, lust (and even the arm chopping and eye gouging verse)

2. If you haven’t taken the time and feel inclined, the book of Ecclesiastes is again one of those books that I think really helps inform our understanding of what it means to live the high life, a life in favor and rhythm with God and with others.  

One of the questions we’re going to hit on in life together groups this week has to do with areas where margin may be needed.  

All of us have an area or two (or if you’re like me, maybe 20) where the extra margin Chris talked about is needed.  A little above and beyond amount of space between us and dangerous boundaries.  One of the other points of focus is that we have to be honest with ourselves about what our margins need to be in order to live in rhythm and favor.  What are your areas where extra margin is needed?  And what is your process for extending the space?  

For all of us, if we don’t have a process, it won’t happen.  So whatever your area(s) of margin, what steps are God prompting you with to make margin more than theory but a reality.
